The word “Abstract” should be written in bold with no more than 200 words, written in 10 pt Arial font and consist of a short background, brief description of methods, summary of results, and conclusion. The extended paper should include an introduction, materials and methods, results and discussion, acknowledgement and references sections. Figures and tables can be included and should be centered with a resolution of at least 300 dpi. The paper size should be 8.5 x 11 inches with 1-inch margins. The paper should be submitted as Microsoft Office Word (.doc) by e-mail attachment to the secretariat Email: lcsssc2026@gmail.com

Introduction
Write the full paper using Microsoft Word using Arial 11 font. To assist in writing the article, this guidance is provided in digital version, so authors can write directly in this format. For those who do not want to use this template, this guide must be read and applied to the article.  The introduction should provide a clear statement of the problem, the relevant literature on the subject and the proposed approach or solution. 

Methodology
The paper size should be 8.5 x 11 inches with 1-inch margins. The text should be written using Arial font.  The article must be at a minimum of 4 pages and maximum of 5 pages (single-spaced) in the length excluding the references, divided in sections (e.g. introduction, methodology, results and discussions, concluding remarks) and should clearly present the problem/focus of the study, its methodology, its findings and conclusions.

Results and Discussion
Article must be research result. Figures and/or tables must be included in the results of the research. Table should be started by table title (10 pts) that set above the table. Table should be aligned at the center, and the table limit must not exceed margin of the page. If the table is more than one row, the second row should be formatted using hanging indent following the position of the first row.
